App for SHG Women at Pudipatla, Tirupati Rural, Tirupati district on 10-08-2023. 

The intention of the programme is to create awareness about the importance of 

DISHA App, its importance in safeguarding women from atrocities among the SHG 

women. The programme was organized at Community Hall of Pudipatla village and 

about 120 SHG women gathered by Mrs. Rajeshwari were attended the programme. 

Dr. M Indrani, Research Assistant has been assisted the programme and Dr D Uma 

Devi, Reader and Programme Coordinator delivered the lecture on DISHA app and its 

importance on safeguarding the women from atrocities. Before starting the 

programme, Sri Thirupal Reddy, Community Coordinator has introduced Dr. D. Uma 

Devi to the gathering. The village Sarpanch, Sri D. Kesavulu also attended the 

programme. While starting her speech, Dr D Uma Devi has explained about the 

various activities of the Women’s Studies Centre of Sri Padmavati Mahila 

Visvavidyalayam, Tirupati and interacted with the women to establish the rapport with 

them. This app could be downloaded both in android and ios operated phones. After 

downloading if we enter the mobile number, OTP will come. We need to enter the 

OTP and later, need to enter the name, mobile centre,, address, alternative number, 

contact numbers to be contacted during emergency particulars have to be entered. 

During the emergency or travel, if we push the SOS number, the location, phone 

number, address etc., will be recorded in ten seconds and send the information to the 

command control room.  
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
