Sensitisation Programme on Gender Socialisation: Need of an Hour at
Krishnauram Village of Renigunta Mandal in Collaboration with RASS Balaji
Bala Vikas on 31-07-2023

Gender inequality hinders access to opportunities. The magnitude and pervasiveness of
unequal opportunities for girls and women have adversely impacted generations, as historically
such gender discrimination has had a firm hold in societies worldwide. Hence, gender
inclusivity has emerged as an important component in global policy dialogues. India’s gender
divide has been a matter of extensive debates and discussions. As per the Global Gender Gap
Report 2022 of the World Economic Forum, India ranks 135 out of 146 countries. Achieving
higher economic growth with subpar performance in gender equalities reflected in many
indicators on the status of women in India. These are outcomes of an unequal development
process, which gets perpetuated, if not addressed as a top priority. Hence, prioritizing areas to

target for narrowing the existing gender gaps is essential for development to be more inclusive.

Keeping in view of the above scenario Dr.K.Hymavati, Associate Professor, Women’s
Studies Centre of Sri Padmavati Mahila Visvavidyalayam, Tirupati organised a sensitisation
programme on Gender Socialisation: Need of an Hour for women in the community at
Krishnauram Village of Renigunta Mandal in Collaboration with RASS Balaji Bala Vikas on
31-07-2023. The key objective of this programme is to gain understanding about the various
forms of discrimination on girls and women and modification of behaviour by raising
awareness of gender justice and equality concerns. Nearly 45 members attended for this
programme including the Project Director-RASS BBV Mr. Jayachandra Naidu, Village
Sachivalayam staff and Health Sub Centre staff (Women Police, ASHA Worker, ANM, health
Assistant Anganwadi Worker ..etc). The entire programme was assisted by Dr. M. Indrani and

For better understanding of the theme the resource
person prepared and used Power Point presentation with lot of illustrations and adopted
participatory learning methods like interacting lecture method, activities related to gender roles
and stereotypes and Proverbs, Case Studies, stories, experience sharing ...etc for better

The
participants changed their attitude and shared their voices while collecting oral feedback that
they don’t want to repeat the same for their children what they experienced in their personal

life so far which pushes them in to the poverty and their lives will very difficult.
